AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 7, ENTITLED “TRAFFIC,” SECTION 7-29, 
ENTITLED “SPEED LIMITS” OF THE “REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE 

BOROUGH OF HIGHTSTOWN, NEW JERSEY” ESTABLISHING THE SPEED LIMIT FOR A 
PORTION OF WYCKOFF MILLS ROAD 

WHEREAS, the Hightstown Borough Police Department have recommended that the 
speed limit for a portion of Wyckoff Mills Road be established to be 25 miles per hour; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough Council finds that it is in the public interest for the Borough 
of Hightstown to establish a 25 mile per hour speed limit for a portion of Wyckoff Mills Road. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the Borough of 
Hightstown, County of Mercer and State of New Jersey as follows: 

Section 1.  Chapter 7, entitled “Traffic,” Section 7-29, entitled “Speed Limits,”  of the Revised 
General Ordinances of the Borough of Hightstown are hereby amended to read as follows 
(additions are underlined):

SPEED LIMITS 

Subsections: 

7-29-1 Speed Limits. 
 
Subsection 7-29-1 Speed Limits. 
 Speed limits along designated streets shall be as designated below: 
 
     Speed Limit 
Name of Street  Direction  and Location 
 
Wyckoff Mills Road                              All 25 miles per hour from North Main Street to 

Cranbury Station Road 
 
 

Section 2.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby 
repealed to the extent of such inconsistency. 
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Section 3.  If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is held to be 
unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions 
of this ordinance. 

Section 4.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately after final passage and publication 
according to law.
