AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 2, ENTITLED 
“ADMINISTRATION,” SECTION 55, ENTITLED “FEES FOR MUNICIPAL SERVICES” TO 
THE “REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF HIGHTSTOWN, NEW 

JERSEY.” 
 
 WHEREAS, the Borough Officials have determined that amendments are needed to Chapter 2, Section 55, 
of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Hightstown. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Hightstown, in 
the County of Mercer and State of New Jersey, as follows: 

Section 1.   That Chapter 2, entitled “Administration,” Section 55, entitled “Fees for Municipal Services,” of 
the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Hightstown, is hereby amended to read (additions are shown 
with underline): 

Subsection 2-55.10 Fingerprinting Fee. 

 The Police Department shall provide fingerprinting services to residents who require them for various legal and 
employment matters.  The fee for said services shall be $20.00 per service and all services shall be provided by 
appointment only.  These services shall be provided to Hightstown Borough residents only. 

Section 2. Severability.  If any sentence, paragraph or section of this Ordinance, or the application thereof to 
any persons or circumstances shall be adjudged by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, or if by legislative 
action any sentence, paragraph or section of this Ordinance shall lose its force and effect, such judgment or action 
shall not affect, impair or void the remainder of this Ordinance. 
 
Section 3.   Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon final passage and 
publication in accordance with the law. 
 
Section 4.   Repealer.  All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed 
to the extent of such inconsistency.
